The Rhythm Kings have entertained crowds 

for twenty five years with repeat performances for 
Tri -State Jazz Society, Pennsylvania Jazz Society, 

Princeton University, College of New Jersey, many 
parades, community concerts, and high school 

traditional jazz educational events.  They had a 
regular engagement at Lawrencevilleôs Marroe Inn 

for 495 weeks. 
Mr. Rife earned two degrees in music at 

Kansas State University before earning a PhD in 
Musicology at Michigan State University.  An 

authority on John Philip Sousa, who led a popular 
band that toured the USA from 1892 to 1932, Mr. 

Rife was the associate producer of the film, ñIf You 

Knew Sousa,ò which aired on the PBS television 
program, The American Experience as well as the 

1992 NJN State of the Arts program, ñWith Song 
and Good Cheer.ò Currently, he is Chairman of the 

Fine Arts department at Rider University, and is 
the conductor of the Sousa-inspired Blawenburg 

Band. 
 As mentioned earlier, the Rhythm Kings 

have performed for TSJS audiences in the past, 
always providing an air of excitement with hot 

soloists like Messrs. Tobias, Reichlin, and Mercuri .  
A particularly noteworthy concert took place in 

2006, entitled ñSpirituality In Rhythm,ò which 
blended traditional sacred hymns in a Jazz context. 

In addition to leading the Rhythm Kings, Mr. Rife 
also helmed the 2003 TSJS Jam Session.

NEVILLE DICKIE AT FIRST UNITARIAN 
CHURCH 

 

The Time: Wednesday, August 5, 2009 
The Place: First Unitarian Church, 730 Halstead 
Road, Wilmington, DE  

Neville Dickie, Solo piano 
 

The stifling weather on an early August 
evening did not sequester the comfortable air 

conditioning of First Unitar ian Church. However, 

the performance of Neville Dickie provided more of 
a challenge for cool air!   Acknowledging the recent 

Bob Seeley concert,  Mr. Dickie announce that he 
would play a little Fats Waller, boogie-woogie, 

ragtime and ñwhatever Bob Seeley didnôt do, Iôll 
doò.  He began the concert with the old standard 

Jeepers Creepers, followed by Fats Wallerôs 1942, 
Iôve Got A Feeling Iôm Falling.  James P Johnson 

wrote the next tune Harlem Strut.  Iôm glad I use 
the Internet sometimes because the next song was 

Streamline Train by Cripple Clarence Lofton 
written in 1936.  

Before proceeding with the next number, 
Mr. Dickie attempted to define stride music whilst 

seated at the keyboard.  It was how the playerôs 

hand would stride across the keys from a bass note 
then to a chord, having more of a swing feel than its 

predecessor, ragtime. James P Johnson, Willie ñThe 
Lionò Smith and Johnsonôs prot®g®, Fats Waller 

were among the major contributors of stride.  
Johnsonôs ñYouôve Got To Be Modernisticò, was the 

most physically demanding stride piece and makes 
extended use of the black keys, according to Mr. 

Dickie.  How Long Blues, written by Leroy Carr, 
was the first blues piece ever recorded. Next on the 

hit parade was Scott Joplinôs Maple Leaf Rag.   
Membership Manager Jay Schultz requested 

Walter Donaldsonôs ñYouôre Driving Me Crazyò.  
The next song was Hobson Street Blues by Bob 

Zurke.  Mr. Dickie relayed a story about how he 
wanted to meet Ralph Sutton a great stride pianist 

who played Hobson St Blues the way Bob Zurke 

told  people to play it, ñAs Fast As Possible.ò  Mr. 
Sutton visited Mr. Dickie at his home and played 

Hobson St Blues on his piano but when he looked at 
the sheet music, Mr. Sutton had hand written it for 

Mr. Dickie for him to keep. Dickie always liked to 
make note of the ñAs Fast As Possibleò tempo 

inscription at TSJS concerts. One of the earliest 
boogie-woogie compositions, Pine Topôs Boogie, 

recorded in 1928 by Clarence ñPine Topò Smith and 
Willie ñThe Lionò Smithôs masterpiece, Finger 

Buster concluded the first portion of the program.  
A request from Band liaison Bill Wallace 

opened up the second half.  ñAnitraôs Danceò, from 
Griegôs Peer Gynt is not a usual selection for jazz 

piano; to be sure Mr. Dickie apologized to any 
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teacher in the crowd. Dickie retained the melody of 

the classical piece while embellishing  it with 
enough stride to keep the Jazzbos happy. The next 

song on the set list was Squeeze Me; Fats Wallerôs 
first composed song in 1919 at the age of 15.  ñBlack 

& White Ragò by George Botsford was originally 
composed in 1908.  However, after years of 

dormancy, in 1952, the song became a hit for 
pianist Winifred Atwell, giving Botsfordôs rag an 

international exposure it had not experienced 
during its lifetime. The proceeding selection, 

ñSolace,ò is a movement from Scott Joplinôs opera 
Treemonisha dedicated to African American 

people, who in Joplinôs time, were not accepted in 
society. This Joplin composition and most notably 

ñThe Entertainerò found a new audience thanks to 

the arrangements by Marvin Haml isch in the 1973 
movie The Sting.  Stephen Fosterôs ñSwanee Riverò, 

oops thatôs not the real title of that song.  Itôs really 
Old Folks At Home.  Mr. Dickie dedicated the tune, 

ñRed Hot Mamasò to all of the Hot Mamas in the 
audience.  Switching back to boogie-woogie, a song 

by Albert Ammons was Shout For Joy.   
As the concert came to a close he played a 

selection entitled ñThatôs Allò and then asked for 
requests.  Several were proposed but Mr. Dickie 

selected George Huntôs request of ñ12th St Ragò 
written b y Euday L Bowman in 1914.  George asked 

if he could play it in both styles.  Neville mentioned 
that he would play it like Pee Wee Hunt played it 

originally, a campy, over-the-top Dixieland version, 
and then play it boogie-woogie style.  The Hunt 

version, recorded for Capitol records, was the 

Billboard number 1 song of 1948.  The two-styled 
rendition concluded another pleasant evening with 

pianist Neville Dickie .

RED LIONS AT GRACE EPISCOPAL 

CHURCH

As I drove in the entrance of Grace 

Episcopal Church, I was greeted with the 
illuminated sign ñWelcome ï Tri State Jazz 

Society.ò  That coupled with a beautiful August day 
set up the intro to an afternoon of great Jazz 

provided by Tex Wyndhamôs Red Lion Jazz Band. 
The band was in fine form on this date, 

which happened to be the forty-sixth anniversary 
(46 th) of the bandôs existence.  One would never 

guess its age from the liveliness of its performance. 
After the conclusion of t he Red Lion theme, 

ñDown In Jungletown,ò which featured Steve 
Barboneôs clarinet backed by brass riffs, and a 

rough-hewn John Tatum trombone solo, the band 
followed with a performance of a Billy Hill (ñOld 

Spinning Wheelò, ñRed Sails In the Sunsetò) 

composition entitled ñLights Outò, which allowed 
Tatum to show off his smooth trombone tones, and 

Barbone accompanied by stop-time effects.  The 
horns enjoyed an interesting, aberrant, fugue-like 

chorus ï Barbone began playing chorus, then 
Tatum chimed in, impro vising along with the 

clarinetist, then finally Wyndhamôs lead cornet, 
creating a third line.  

If you are one who appreciates the three 
minute fo rm, you will love Wyndhamôs music.  

Swift soli, combined with short performance times, 
allowed for a greater program.  For the hard core 

jazzbo, who likes chorus after chorus from a single 
soloist, the music of the Red Lions would be a bête 

noire to such an individual.  However, for those 
who favor the celerity of soli, riffs, and Jazz 

miniature, this is the band fo r you.  The one 

exception to this rule is the vocals. 
Speaking of vocals, it was Steve Barbone 

who provided the first vocal of the day.  ñGo Back 
Where You Stayed Last Nightò by Sidney Easton 

and Ethel Waters, is a unique song about a common 
occurrence dur ing the Jazz Age - philandering. 

Here, though, the guilty party is not given 
atonement for his sins, but instead gets the front 

door!  Barbone acts the lead role, albeit from the 
opposite sex, with all the sarcastic nastiness Waters 

could exude.  The band provides interesting 
accompaniment ï Wyndham makes good use of 

mutes, using a felt one before the vocal, and 
combining the felt and a metal derby after it.  

Tatum blows the blues during his solo, but shows a 

sweet side in his concluding cadenza.  Barboneôs 
clarinet is filled with New Orleans spice!  

Other highlights of the first set...Tatumôs 
Bill Rank inspired trombone on ñSorry,ò and the 
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rarely heard vocal, Dave Keeôs bass sax chorus on 

ñKeeping Out Of Mischief Nowò and Barboneôs 
comical ñrepliesò on clarinet during Texôs vocal, and 

Williams attacking the keys on ñLimehouse Bluesò 
Despite exciting performances on ñJazz Me 

Bluesò, ñOriental Strutò and ñWashington and Lee 
Swingò, Ma Raineyôs ñDown In the Basementò lays 

claim to the bandôs second set.  The performance 
leaves the listener with an air of uncertainty from 

Keeôs bass sax treading into untraveled territory, to 
Tatumôs sinister trombone. Roy Goldy, subbing for 

banjoist Pat Meitzler, reminds one of Bud Scott, 
accompanist to Johnny Dodds, Jimmie Noone, etc.  

If you thought his trombone was nasty, Tatumôs 
vocal would make Snidely Whipnash blush!  

Whatever went on in that basement, it wasnôt good. 

 The standard, ñWhen Your Lover Has Goneò 
in the 4th set stood out with me.  I enjoyed the 

brief, campy barbershop harmonies at the close of 
the verse, but also how the song affected the band 

instrumentally.  Barbone, Kee and Tatum seemed 
to accept the sting of lost love, and Texôs horn blurts 

out anguish in the closing chorus.  The only 
exception was Williams, whose upbeat playing 

indicated a sense of new found freedom. Billy 
Roseôs ñ(I Wish I Was In) Peoriaò showed off the 

ñMormon Tabernacle Choirò aspects of the Red 
Lions, with Wyndham, Barbone, and Tatum taking 

one verse, and the whole band joining in on the 
refrain. 

 One aspect of the Red Lions is that you hear 
music that you wonôt likely hear anywhere else 

except maybe on record.  ñCity Of A Million 

Dreamsò falls into this category.  Composed by 
clarinetist Raymond Burke, the tune has a pretty 

bridge.  Tatum makes an unaccompanied solo, and 
Kee was simply awesome in his split chorus with 

the trombonist.  Kid Oryôs ñBrown Bottom Bess,ò 
recorded by the Chicago Feetwarmers, also falls 

into this category, and like the aforementioned 
ñDown In the Basementò, a vehicle for creative 

raunchiness ï Barbone wailing, Kee illustrative 
walking on bass sax. 

The conclusion of the concert revealed 
something interesting.  As you know, the Red Lions 

do not include a drummer in their rhythm section.  
Some people like this, some do not.  But when 

introducing ñShine,ò Tex went on to talk about 

composer Ford Dabney, who was a musician in 
James Reese Europeôs orchestra, then went on to 

comment about Europeôs tragic demise ï a brutal 
stabbing at the hand of his own drummer!  

ñDrummers are strange peopleéò Wyndham 

concluded, ñéas you notice our band does not have 
a drummer.ò  I think I understand Texôs aversion to 

drummers  now.  See you all on the 20th when the 
Tri -State Jazz Society will host Jerry Rife and his 

Rhythm Kings at the Brook lawn American Legion
